More than 6,000 regulator first stages manufactured in the
U.S and in Taiwan are being recaled due to reports of
uncontrolled air flow to the second stage. Oceanic is
recaling FDX-10 and CDX-5 first stages and Aeris is
recalling its T400-type first stages. The bad parts were
shipped to retailers between May 1 and November 15,
2006. But Oceanic's other DX series First Stages (CDX,
DXi, DX3, DX4 and TDX5) and Aeris's other diaphragm-
type first stages that were serviced between May 1, 2006
and October 22, 2007 may also be affected. To see whether
your regulator is affected, go to status pages set up by
Oceanic and Aeris. You can aso cal each company's
recall helpline; Oceanic is (888) 636-9390 and Aeris is
(888) 854-4960.
