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Great White Sharks Tagged
ffor [First Thme offf Massachusetts

Mass. officials place electronic tagson 2 great white sharks
for first timein Atlantic Ocean

Massachusetts officias are using high-tech tags to track
the movements of two great white sharks near Cape Cod
— thefirst time the fearsome fish have ever been tagged in
the Atlantic Ocean.

The electronic tag uses satellite tech-
nology to record the travels of the
sharks, alowing scientists to better
understand their migratory patterns.

The sharks were spotted Saturday by

scientists investigating sightings off Monomoy Idland in
Chatham. Officials say a harpooner tagged them with help
from a state shark expert.

Sharks are common in Cape waters during summer, though
great white sharks are relatively rare around New England,
the division statement said, but have been seen feeding
near seal colonies.

State officials have warned area swimmers to be on the
lookout for sharks this weekend, and state environmenta
police are patrolling the area as a precaution.

Massachusetts has recorded only four shark attacks since
1670, two of which werefatal. The last fatal shark attack in
Massachusetts happened in 1936.

Researchers have also tagged great white sharks off the
coast of South Africa.

Stranded dolphin nursed back to health
at Moody Gardens gets new home

young dolphin found stranded
on a Texas beach last year has
anew home.

report

Toby, a bottlenose dolphin, has been recovering at the
Moody Gardens Holding Facility in Galveston for the past
year. He was moved to his new home in Florida via charter
plane late last month.

The Texas Marine Mammal Stranding Network rescued
Toby off the coast of Corpus Christi in November 2008
after he was discovered on a beach, suffering from shark
bites and pneumonia.

“Toby had some fresh open shark bites on his body. He was
very thin and we found severe pneumoniain hislungs,” said
Heidi Whitehead, State Operations Coordinator of TMMSN.

That's when Moody Gardens stepped in, offering Toby a
temporary home during his rehabilitation. The TMMSN
facility in Galveston was unable to take him, having
sustained considerable damage during Ike.

“We were happy to help TMMSN with rehabilitation of this
animal,” said Moody Gardens Animal Husbandry Manager
Greg Whittaker. “We know firsthand how important it is to
help each other out in atime of need.”

A team of TMMSN and Moody Gardens staff and
volunteers devoted thousands of hours to Toby’s around-the
-clock care.

Though he gained healthy weight and made other remark-
able improvements, Toby was deemed non-releasable, due
to his young age and medical conditions. Whitehead said
marine mammals usualy stay with their mothers until they
are2to 3yearsold.

Toby is now living at Theater of the Sea in the Florida
Keys. It's home to a number of other dolphins for Toby to
befriend, as well as a matriarch dolphin that could help him
out as he continues to mature.

TMMSN usually rescues five to 10 marine mammals a year,
and they said only about 50 percent of them survive.

“Usually you can tell within the first couple weeks on how
they respond to treatment if they are going to survive. Many
times they are so ill that they cannot come back from their
sickness,” said Whitehead. “It's rewarding when you see

Scientists net giant squid in Gulf of Mexico

The squid caught in the Gulf

Scientists trawling 1,500 feet deep in the Gulf of Mexico,
off the coast of Louisana, have netted a 20-foot giant
squid, only the second such find in the Gulf.

“This was beyond everyone's expectations,” said Deborah
Epperson, the U.S. Minerals Management Service biologist
leading the study.

Only once—in 1954, when a giant squid was found dead at
the surface—has such a an animal been sighted in the Gulf.

The new specimen, weighing 103 pounds, was found during
a preliminary survey of the Gulf during which scientists
hope to identify the types of fish and squid that sperm
whales feed on.

The squid, like other deep catches, was dead when brought
to the surface because the animals can't survive the rapid
changes in water depth as they are hauled in. Scientists at
the Smithsonian Museum in Washington are studying the
specimen further to determine its exact species.

Giant squid can grow up to 40 feet in length, and because
scientists know so little about them, they're not sure if the
Gulf specimenis afull-grown adult, Epperson said.

Giant squid live around the globe, found typically near
continental slopes. They are relatively rare in tropical and
polar latitudes.

The animals are believed to feed on other species of squid as
well as smaller fish. Sperm whales are the giant squid's only
known predators.

The recent find has heightened expectations for a more
thorough Gulf cruise to identify sperm whale prey that
begins in January and will run through March, Epperson
said. The two-year, $550,000 study is sponsored by the
Minerals Management Service and the Nationa Oceanic
and Atmospheric Administration.

“This really heightens the fact of how little we know about
what's in the Gulf of Mexico, and the diversity in the deep
water,” she said. “We just can't be sure of what we will
find.”

Marine-related scholarships are being offered by
Seaspace, Inc. SEASPACE is a 501(3)(c) organization.

The scholarships are open to undergraduate students
entering their junior or senior years and graduate students
with an overall GPA of at least 3.3/4.0 and demonstrating
financial need.

Data collected from relocated |eatherback turtle nests subject to
higher tides and warmer ocean temperatures (the effects of
“Global Warming”) are very promising. Hatch out rates are
almost double that of nests which are not threatened from
flooding or in-nest cooking. ANY relocated egg, which was
laid in the tidal zone of the beach and hatches, is, in every case,
a mgjor step forward to the survival of this giant turtle. The
relocated nests at mid-nesting season are demonstrating
amazing results. The relocated nests are averaging a 93 +
percentage hatching success.

“We are quite excited to report that our pioneering L eatherback
turtle egg relocation project is demonstrating results well above
our expectations,” said Larry McKenna, PhD, Founding

Director of Save Our Leatherbacks Operation (S.0.L.O.). Nest
relocation and other innovative actions, not yet reported by
S.O.L.O. are targeted to place more hatchlings into the sea
where over time; an increase in population may offset the
disasters of the continuing at sea daughter of these giant turtles

S.O.L.O. just completed its annual Expeditions to the very
remote “Leatherback Beach” in Papua, Indonesia. These
Expeditions occur each July and August. Volunteers from many
Nations participate in a rare exposure to the Leatherback Turtle
females as they come from the sea in the dark of night to nest
and propagate the species. The hatchlings exit nests at night
after approximately 8 weeks of incubation to scamper to the sea
toward an unknown future. It is difficult to be sitting on that
beach and not get “goose bumps’ as this Jurassic era nesting
and hatching events are repeated. Reservations are aready being
confirmed for the 2010 season.

The number of females, which have come ashore this season, is
a disappointment as compared to previous seasons. The nest
counts are much lower than previously observed and recorded.

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Further, the beach research staff report that in this season, about
50% of the females exiting the ocean to nest, simply walk
around some and go back to the sea without nesting.  Another
mystery of the Leatherback to ponder.

“Bear in mind that these are
hypotheses as no one knows the true population in the Pacific.”

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Stranded dolphin nursed back to health
at Moody Gardens gets new, home

GALVESTON, Texas — A young dolphin found stranded
on a Texas beach last year has a new home.

Toby, a bottlenose dolphin, has been recovering at the
Moody Gardens Holding Facility in Galveston for the past
year. He was moved to his new home in Florida via
charter plane late last month.

The Texas Marine Mammal Stranding Network rescued
Toby off the coast of Corpus Christi in November 2008 af-
ter he was discovered on a beach, suffering from shark bites
and pneumonia.

“Toby had some fresh open shark bites on his body. He was
very thin and we found severe pneumoniain hislungs,” said
Heidi Whitehead, State Operations Coordinator of TMMSN.

That's when Moody Gardens stepped in, offering Toby a
temporary home during his rehabilitation. The TMMSN
facility in Galveston was unable to take him, having  sus-
tained considerable damage during Ike.

“We were happy to help TMMSN with rehabilitation of this
animal,” said Moody Gardens Animal Husbandry Manager
Greg Whittaker. “We know firsthand how important it is to
help each other out in atime of need.”

A team of TMMSN and Moody Gardens staff and
volunteers devoted thousands of hours to Toby’s around-the
-clock care.

Though he gained heathy weight and made other remark-
able improvements, Toby was deemed non-releasable, due
to his young age and medical conditions.

Whitehead said marine mammals usually stay with their
mothers until they are 2 to 3 years old.

Toby is now living at Theater of the Sea in the Florida
Keys. It's home to a number of other dolphins for Toby to
befriend, as well as a matriarch dolphin that could help him
out as he continues to mature.

TMMSN usually rescues five to 10 marine mammals a year,
and they said only about 50 percent of them survive.

“Usualy you can tell within the first couple weeks on how
they respond to treatment if they are going to survive. Many
times they are so ill that they cannot come back from their
sickness,” said Whitehead. “It's rewarding when you see
one like Toby come back.”
